On the evening of the Playford Ball, however, only some brief prompting will be
given, allowing dancers to lose themselves in the beauty of familiar dances done to music performed an
incredible band: Daniel Beerbohm on wind instruments, Barbara Greenberg on violin, Lynn Mackey on
piano, and Marty Taylor on wind instruments and concertina.
